Be extra cautious when working around the ignition coil, distributor cap, ignition wires
and spark plugs. These components create hazardous voltages when the engine is
running.

Keep a fire extinguisher suitable for gasoline, chemical, and electrical fires nearby.

Do not connect or disconnect any test equipment while the ignition is on or the
engine is running.

Keep the test equipment dry, clean, free from oil, water or grease. Use a mild
detergent on a clean cloth to clean the outside of the equipment as necessary.

Do not drive the vehicle and operate the test equipment at the same time. Any
distraction may cause an accident.

Refer to the service manual for the vehicle being serviced and adhere to all
diagnostic procedures and precautions.

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Introduction

This manual introduces how to conduct 2004-2007 Chrysler Key Learning on Auro
OtoSys IM100.

Two options are available when accessing the IMMO function:

® Model Selection - the user can select the model and year of the vehicle to locate
the IMMO type.

® Type Selection - the user can let the IM100 tablet automatically identify the
IMMO type.

»  Procedures before getting started:

1.  Connect the IM100 tablet to the vehicle’s DLC via the included main cable for
both communication and power source.

2. Make sure the user has access to WiFi service.

@ NOTE

lllustrations used in this manual are samples, and the actual testing screens may vary by
vehicle. Observe the menu titles and on-screen instructions to make correct selections
and operations.

Key Learning via Model Selection

1. Insert an original key into the ignition switch and then turn on the ignition.

2. Turn on the IM100 tablet and then tap OtoSys > IMMO. A vehicle menu displays
and a disclaimer prompts up. Tap Accept to continue.
